Naida Simpson commented on her water bills from Golden State
Water Company (GSWC) and supports a buyout of GSWC.

Richard Margetson commented on the approved Drought
Declaration discussion at the Board of Supervisors meeting and
utilizing Channel 20 for water conservation education.

= conduct a community workshop to discuss the plan and
include local nurseries and landscapers, local water
purveyors and other potential speakers

departments should provide information to the public on how to get
water during water shortages and the need for every household to
store water on site for emergencies.

Richard Margetson commented that a comprehensive financial
analysis needs financial statements and completed mid-year
budget adjustments.
